The modern vehicles have become connected and
require communication to support a wide range of
scenarios from information and entertainment purposes
to modern ways of operating the vehicle itself such as
driver assistance, connected fleet and autonomous
driving modes. This fast pace of evolution has increased
the attack surface of the connected vehicles.

These advanced cars consist of several Electronic
Control Units (ECUs) to support various safety-critical
functionalities which are susceptible to cybersecurity
attacks. The security attacks disrupt the safe operation of
the component and vehicle and may cause injury to the
passengers. Rise of Hacking instances have led to
introduction of new testing norms worldwide.

Europe has already started implementation of Cyber
security Management System (UN R155) and Software
update Management system (UN R156) from June 2022.
Automotive Industry Standards Committee (AISC) and
CMVR Technical Standing Committee has recently
finalized.

AIS 189 for approval of vehicles for Cyber Security and
Management Systems (CSMS) and AIS 190 for approval
of vehicles for Software Update and Management
System (SUMS). In future scope of these standards will
be expended to cover L category vehicles also. Many
electric vehicles especially 2-Wheelers are coming with
telematics connectivity and Over-the-Air (OTA) software
update features.

AIS 189 and AIS 190 standard covers both plant level
verification and vehicle level tests. Traditionally, the
approach starts with threat analysis and risk assessment
(TARA) of vehicle component in evaluating the risk
associated with security incidents. Real Penetration,
Fuzz testing and vulnerability assessment depends on
the result of the threat analysis and risk assessment
(TARA).

The Automotive Research Association of India (ARAI) is
in the process of establishing cyber security testing
Laboratory to cater to the Homologation and testing
requirements.
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This Testing Laboratory (Automotive Electronics
Department) will consist of state-of-the-art facility
including

1. Tools for Threat and Risk Analysis
Fuzztestinglab

Penetration testing lab.

Side channel attacks

Static and Dynamic code analysis.

Vulnerability Scanning tools

This will help the OEMs and component manufacturers to
carry out development and certification activities in cyber
security and software update. This will help in ensuring
safety and security of modern connected vehicles.

Assessment of Electric vehicle and Electric vehicle
charging station under PM E drive scheme

The Automotive Research Association of India (ARAI) is
geared up to provide development and homologation
services for Electric vehicles, Traction battery, Lithium
ion cell, Traction Motors, Vehicle and component level
EMC.

Ministry of Heavy Industries (MHI) formulated PM
Electric Drive Revolution in Innovative Vehicle
Enhancement (PM E-DRIVE) scheme. The scheme
covers e-2W, e-3W, e- ambulances, e-buses and e-
trucks & other emerging EV and Electric vehicle charging
stations manufacturers.

Automotive Electronics Department in ARAI is fully
equipped to cater to the testing requirements under this
scheme. There are dedicated test facilities in ARAI such
as Dynamometer of different capacities for vehicle and
motor tests and Battery testers Battery Energy test. The
assessment scope will cover desktop audit, vehicle
manufacturer plant verification, component
manufacturer plant verification, vehicle testing, battery
energy test and final assessment.

Demand incentives are the important part of this scheme
and the assessment of PM E drive will boost the industry
ecosystem with respect to more demand generation and
reduced cost of Electric Vehicles.

Every
year, thousands of young Indians move overseas for
higher education and employment, believing that
opportunities are better outside India. But while they
settle into these countries, they often realize that life
abroad comes with its own struggles—expensive
healthcare, social isolation, high living costs, and cultural
differences.

Countries like Israel and South Korea instill a strong
sense of national responsibility in their youth by
mandating military service. These young citizens actively
contribute to national security and development. In
contrast, while India does not enforce such a
requirement, shouldn’t we still take responsibility for the
nation that has given us so much?

Many Indians abroad often crave the
authentic flavors that are hard to find elsewhere.

=  Rapid Growth and Innovation - India is
progressing at an extraordinary pace in technology,
space, and entrepreneurship. Indians abroad admire
this transformation but sometimes regret not being
part of it.

Whether it’s affordable domestic help, local markets,
or budget-friendly healthcare, India offers a quality of
life that many developed nations lack.

This trend of leaving India isn’t just about today—it’'s
shaping the way future generations think. Many young
parents who move abroad raise their children in a way
that distances them from their Indian roots. These kids
grow up hearing more about India’s challenges than its
strengths, and they start believing that India is not worth
returning to.
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The result? A generation that feels disconnected from
their homeland, one that is quick to criticize India but
hesitant to contribute to its growth. Instead of working
towards making things better, they adopt the mindset that
"escaping" is the only solution.

The truth is, no country is perfect. The nations we admire
today—whether it’s the U.S., Germany, or
Japan—weren’t built by people who left at the first sign of
struggle. They were built by people who stayed, worked
hard, and contributed to their country’s progress.

We are
leading in space technology, growing as an electric
vehicle hub, and making breakthroughs in medicine, Al,
and renewable energy. Our economy is booming, and
global companies are recognizing India as the future of
innovation.

This
highlights that effective leadership transcends mere skills
and knowledge; it is intrinsically linked to the underlying
mindset of the leader, directly impacting the achievement
of organizational objectives.

4. Deconstructing the Indian Leadership Context

A variety of leadership approaches are evident in the
Indian corporate sector. Commonly observed styles
include transformational, transactional, servant, and
autocratic leadership. Notably, there is a growing
inclination towards transformational and servant
leadership, reflecting a shift in organizational priorities
and the expectations of the workforce. Transformational
leadership, characterized by inspiring a shared vision
and motivating followers, has emerged as a prominent
paradigm in the 21* century Indian context. Research
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indicates that various leadership styles, including
servant, participative, transformational, ethical,
instrumental, authoritative, supportive, and charismatic
approaches, collectively contribute significantly to
organizational efficiency. In the burgeoning Indian
startup industry, democratic, transformational,
situational, and autocratic leadership styles are
employed, highlighting that no single approach is
universally effective. During times of crisis, such as the
COVID-19 pandemic, instruct-style, transformational,
autocratic, and strategic leadership proved particularly
effective in Indian IT companies. This suggests that while
transformational and servant leadership are gaining
prominence, the effectiveness of different styles is often
contingent upon the specific context and organizational
goals.

5. Leadership Styles Explained

Daniel Goleman first wrote about his six key leadership
styles in a Harvard Business Review Article (Goleman. D
(2000) Leadership That Gets Results. Harvard Business
Review, 3, pp.78-90). He draws on his ongoing work on
Emotional Intelligence as well as research by consulting
firm Hay McBer to outline six different styles that
individual leaders tend to use. Goleman suggests that
whilst we all tend to have a preference or ‘natural
approach’ to leadership, it may be appropriate to draw on
the other styles of leadership according to the situation to
ensure that you are truly effective. The styles he identified
are summarised below table 3.

6.The Essential Mindset for Successful Indian

Ethical conduct
and a strong sense of ethics are paramount for building
trust and credibility. A clear vision and the ability to inspire
others are also essential for motivating teams towards
organizational goals. Humility and openness to new
ideas and opinions are increasingly recognized as
important traits.

Beyond these, responsibility, emotional stability,
openness to experience, conscientiousness,
extraversion, calmness, diligence, resilience, optimism,
simplicity, tolerance, patience, compassion, and creative
problem-solving skills contribute to leadership maturity.
Great leaders also demonstrate self-awareness,
resilience, grit, the ability to influence and persuade, and
the capacity to empower and delegate effectively.
Leaders with higher emotional intelligence tend to view
change as an opportunity for growth and prioritize the
ongoing development of their teams. The concept of
servant leadership, with its emphasis on humility and
service, as exemplified by Mahatma Gandhi through
qualities like integrity, accountability, vulnerability,
collaboration, equality, and acceptance, resonates
strongly within the Indian cultural context. All generations
in India generally agree that effective leaders are
charismatic, team-oriented, participative, and humane-
oriented.
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7. Situational Leadership Model

Hersey and Blanchard’s Situational Leadership Model,
developed in the 1970s, stated that no single style of
leadership will suit all situations. In Hersey and
Blanchard’s model, some circumstances might favour a
more dictatorial approach, whereas others might require
more collaboration and empathy.

The researchers split leadership styles into four broad
modes:

e Delegating —taking a very hands-off approach.

e Participating — working alongside a team to inspire
them.

* Selling—persuading ateam to work on youridea.

e Telling—fully directing the actions of employees.

7.1 The Tannenbaum - Schmidt Leadership
Continuum:

This is an expansion of the Hersey Blanchard model,
creating a continuum based on the degree of freedom a
leader allows their people. This continuum ranges from
telling at the more dictatorial end of the spectrum through
to full abdication of responsibility (an extreme form of
delegation) at the other.

Most leaders inhabit the space in the middle of the
continuum, with the most extreme ends indicating
pathological tendencies which work against a modern
company’s needs. A leader might most frequently follow
a participatory approach but shift to a telling mode when
there’s a crisis that needs speedy action (say, a hostile
takeover attempt).

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PEDALS AND PILGRIMS: THE SOULFUL SPIN TO PANDHARPUR
- Shri. Jitendra K. Purohit, ERL

A modern-day pilgrimage on Cycle tests the body and
spirit, blending Pune's cycling passion with the age-old
tradition of the Wari.

Pune, once affectionately known as the "City of Cycles,"
is witnessing a powerful resurgence of its two-wheeled
culture. Nowhere is this more evident than in the annual
Pune to Pandharpur Cycle Wari 2025, an event that
marries athletic endurance with profound devotion.
Organised by the Indo Athletic Society (IAS), India's
largest social and sports NGO, this ride is more than just
a cycling event; it's a movement towards a healthier,
greener community.

On the pre-dawn morning of June 7", 2025, before the
traditional foot-slogging Wari procession would bring the
city to a standsitill, a different kind of pilgrim prepared for
their journey. Like every year we know the arrival of wari
procession in Pune, since declaration of half day leave
due to restriction in traffic moment across the city . This
year, however, | chose to immerse myself in its spirit, as a
Warkari (pilgrim) on a bicycle, ready to take on the
devotional ride to the sacred city of Pandharpur.

This year's ride began at the hallowed Dehu Mandir,
charting a 235-kilometer course to the Vitthala-Rukmini
Mandir. An astounding 1,850 riders registered for the
ride, their combined effort translating into a staggering
434,750 kilometers pedaled—a distance equivalent to
circling the Earth's equator nearly eleven times. It was a
testament to the collective spirit of devotion and
togetherness.

My personal ride started at 3:00 AM, from my residence
to join the main peloton at Hadapsar, aiming for a total of
250 kilometers by day's end. The initial stretch was a
breeze, the cool morning air filled with the quiet hum of
tires and the energy of fellow riders. But a pilgrimage is
never withoutits trials.

The first test of resolve came near Uruli Kanchan at Jawje
Buwachiwadi Reliance Pump, when | observed snag in
the bike. With repeated punctures, it is draining my time
and morale. As | struggled with a deflated tire, the thought

of discontinuing the rid, a fellow stranger came, stopped
and offered his help without a moment's hesitation. His
simple act of kindness was the fuel | needed, a reminder
that the Wari is as much about community. | re-
energised, | pushed on, to moveforward. The next
challenge: nature's fury. Around 9:15 AM, the sky opened
up. Heavy rain, fierce crosswinds, and thunderstorms.
But surrender was not an option. | pedaled relentlessly,
determined to make up forlosttime. Just as suddenly as it
began, the storm passed, replaced by a scorching,
unforgiving sun that baked the asphalt. The undulating
terrain of the highway became a rollercoaster of climbs
and descents.

After crossing the 150-kilometer mark, another puncture
threatened to halt my progress. Exhausted but resolute, |
fixed it and continued into the blistering heat. The final 45
kilometers were a sheer battle of wills. My energy
reserves were depleted, dehydration was setting in, and
my legs and arms screamed with cramps. The "Josh" to
reach Pandharpur on my cycle was the only thing that
kept me going. Through a series of short, desperate
breaks every 10 kilometers, | finally rolled into the holy
city. The sight of Pandharpur and the Vitthala-Rukmini
temple was overwhelming. All the pain, the exhaustion,
and the struggle vanished in an instant. My joy knew no
bounds as | touched the base of the temple, a symbolic
completion of my pilgrimage.

It was a unique, transformative experience, pushing me
beyond every personal benchmark | had ever set. This
wasn't just a ride; it was a journey through hardship,
helped by humanity, and rewarded with a profound sense
of spiritual and personal achievement.

BACKGROUND AND EARLY DAYS

Can you share a bit about your background and what
led you to join ARAI 30 years ago? and what were
your initial roles and responsibilities when you first
started?

I was born in New Delhi in 1965 and grew up in a joint
family in Pune's Sadashiv Peth, a historically rich area.
Pune's industrial development began in 1954, leading to
growth in the engineering sector, though few women
pursued engineering at that time. | excelled in academics
and sports, earning a Bachelor's degree in Electronics
and Telecommunication while gaining experience in
control system R&D.

Despite the high demand for engineers, my family
prioritized safety and cultural values, allowing me to work
locally. After two and a half years in a well-paying job, |
decided to join the Automotive Research Association of
India (ARAI) in 1988 as a trainee project engineer in the
Emission Certification Laboratory, driven by my
aspiration for self-reliance and a passion for engineering.

CAREER JOURNEY

How has your role evolved over the years at ARAI?
and What is the secret of your long association with
ARAI? What are the best practices you experienced
here?

With support from the UNDP program, the Emission
Certification Laboratory (ECL) was established, and
ARAI staff, including myself, received extensive training
abroadinthe UK, Germany, and the US. This experience
allowed us to adopt new technologies and support the
automotive industry's evolution following the introduction
of emission normsin 1991.

Under the leadership of Brigadier Puranik, ARAI began
offering chargeable services, achieving self-sufficiency
for salaries and operational costs. The Emission
Laboratory became a key revenue-generating
department, fostering trust within the industry and
making ARAI the preferred choice for manufacturers.
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As emission norms continued to evolve, our mission
focused on learning about the latest technologies,
conducting rigorous testing, and providing
recommendations to the government. This challenging
yet rewarding work defined our efforts in the Emission
Laboratory, leading to significant growth and numerous
milestones over the years.

MEMORABLE EXPERIENCES

What are some of your most memorable experiences
during your time at ARAI?

Through financial aid from the UNDP, we received
advanced emission measurement facilities, including a
Schenck dynamometer for two- and three-wheelers.
However, its controller malfunctioned, and funding and
service support were significant challenges, as no
alternative dynamometers were available for three-
wheeler testing in India. | dedicated two and a half
months to repair the dynamometer, replacing 250
integrated circuits at a cost of around 10,000, avoiding a
new board purchase that would have exceeded 10 lakhs.

Additionally, a heavy-duty vehicle (HCV) dynamometer
had been inoperable for 12 years. Tasked with resolving
the issue, | identified mechanical problems within ten
days. A large task force collaborated for four months, and
after extensive PID tuning and acceptance trials, we
made the dynamometer operational, leading to several
sponsored projects.

In 2000, as Head of Quality Management, | worked
tirelessly to align ARAI with updated quality standards,
often exceeding 18-hour workdays. | drafted the new
APEX manual and digitized our quality management
system, which earned ARAI the prestigious Golden
Peacock Award. | prepared the new quality manual
during the ten-day Diwali closure, with support from
Director Bhanot, who was responsive and encouraging
throughout the process.

| am grateful to Brigadier Puranik, Mr. Bhanot, and Mr. S.
R. Marathe for their constant inspiration and support
throughout my journey at ARAL.
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CONTRIBUTIONS AND ACHIEVEMENTS

What contributions or achievements are you most
proud of in your 30 years at ARAI? How do you feel
your work has impacted the organization and the
industry as a whole?

| was a versatile professional at ARAI, involved in facility
establishment, vehicle and engine testing, maintenance,
quality system development, and various projects. A
notable achievement was conducting a World Bank
project measuring petrol particulates from three-
wheelers in Bangladesh, supported by Bajaj Auto
Limited, and pioneering several nano-particulate
development initiatives.

Over five years, we implemented an online automation
system that significantly improved the efficiency of the
emission laboratory by eliminating non-value-added
tasks. With new CMC formulations and SHL equipment,
we transformed underperforming facilities into high-
performing systems, resulting in substantial time and
cost savings.

The CMC team provided critical maintenance services
across electronic, mechanical, and hydraulic systems,
troubleshooting without circuit diagrams and developing
special-purpose test jigs. We designed the Pendulum
Impact machine as a cost-effective alternative to an
imported model, saving approximately 2.5 crores.

| take pride in being one of the few women conducting
engine testing in the laboratory and am grateful to Mr.
Raju forinstilling confidence in my abilities.

CHANGES AND DEVELOPMENTS

How has ARAI changed and developed since you
first joined? What advancements in technology or
industry practices have you witnessed during your
tenure?

When | joined ARAI, the facilities were limited, with
technical and administrative functions in Building E and
other essential areas in Building D. The access road was
rough, making it difficult to reach ARAI on a moped, and
the surrounding hills were home to diverse wildlife. One
memorable day, we found a large cobra skin around the
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analyzer cabinet, which was collected by Shri Khaire
from Katraj Zoo.

Under Shri Raju's guidance, ARAI organized the SIAT
initiative, fueling our growth. | feel fortunate to have
witnessed ARAI's expansion from modest beginnings to
an operational income of 500 crores, transitioning from
the era of Fiat and Ambassador vehicles to a thriving
automotive industry with advanced technologies.

The directors understood our heavy workloads and often
allowed us to bring our children to work on holidays,
fostering a family-oriented atmosphere. Reflecting on my
36 years of service, | feel a deep sense of satisfaction,
knowing that our focus on testing, certification, and
research and development remains distinct from
manufacturing or trading organizations.

WORK CULTURE AND VALUES

What core values do you believe are essential for
success at ARAI? What aspects of the company
culture have remained constant?

Integrity, generosity, education, leadership, contribution,
trustworthiness, curiosity, and wellbeing defined the
culture of our organization. Although we are engaged in
testing, certification, and research and development, we
do not operate as a manufacturing or trading entity. The
knowledge of our employees has always been ARAI's
greatest asset. The organization has cultivated a
knowledge-based environment, consistently prioritizing
transparency in its operations, which has earned the trust
of the automotive industry.

| am confident that ARAI will maintain this positive
atmosphere, continue to lead the automotive sector, and
achieve remarkable growth in the years to come.

PERSONAL GROWTH

What are your hobbies? Tell us something about
your family. How has your time at ARAI contributed
to your personal and professional growth?

ARAI has provided me with opportunities to explore the
world, allowing me to visit developed countries like those
in Europe and the US, which set a benchmark for my
growth.
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Experiencing the technology gap between developing
and developed nations was enlightening, and | am
pleased to see that this gap is narrowing. | enjoy delving
deeply into subjects to offer practical solutions, and my
hobbies include reading and music.

Through challenging experiences, ARAI has instilled in
us fearlessness, dedication, and resilience. We embody
the spirit of "Satyameva Jayate," taking pride in applying
our intellect to unique challenges. The strength of ARAI
lies in its exceptional team, fostering lasting friendships
that I believe will endure beyond retirement.

I have received tremendous support from my parents and
my beloved son, who encouraged me to pursue my
career despite limited time together during his formative
years. He took pride in having a working mother who
balanced various responsibilities. My husband, a gold
medallist engineer and successful businessman, and |
respect each other's professional space while valuing
independent thought.

Afterturning 51, I began volunteering for evening classes
at the Ramakrishna Mission, which has brought me joy
and a deep spiritual connection. As a committed middle-
class woman, | have faith that God will guide me on my
future path.

FUTURE OUTLOOK

What advice would you give to new employees just
starting their careers at ARAI? What are your hopes
and aspirations for the future of ARAI for next 30
years?
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ARAL is set to expand its presence not only throughout
India but also globally in the near future. By maintaining
our core values, we can achieve great satisfaction and
create numerous opportunities. Emerging technologies
and Al will play a significant role in shaping ARAI and the
broader landscape.

Our dedication to making a positive impact on our
environment will drive further research and development,
support the automotive industry, and extend into diverse
sectors such as defense. We can look forward to ARAl's
continued growth and influence.

How do you plan to celebrate this incredible
milestone?

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THE JOURNEY OF ARAI (1981-2000)

1982: ARAI Logo Redesigned, Chassis Dynamometer Lab Established

In 1982, ARAI undertook a significant rebranding initiative by redesigning its logo, symbolizing a new era of
innovation and commitment to the automotive industry. This year also marked the establishment of the
Chassis Dynamometer Lab, a critical facility that enabled comprehensive testing and analysis of vehicle
performance. The lab provided essential data on engine performance, emissions, and fuel efficiency, thereby
supporting manufacturers in meeting regulatory standards and enhancing vehicle design.

1983: Electric Vehicle Development for Handicapped

In 1983, ARAI focused on inclusivity by initiating the development of electric vehicles specifically designed for
handicapped individuals. This project aimed to create accessible transportation solutions that catered to the
needs of differently-abled persons, promoting mobility and independence. The initiative underscored ARAI's
commitment to social responsibility and innovation in the automotive sector, paving the way for future
advancements in electric vehicle technology.

1985: First SIAT (Symposium of Indian Automotive Technology), IDC Development for Mass
Emissions Measurement

The year 1985 was pivotal for ARAI as it hosted the first Symposium of Indian Automotive Technology
(SIAT), bringing together industry experts, researchers, and policymakers to discuss advancements and
challenges in the automotive field. Additionally, ARAI initiated the development of the Industrial
Development Centre (IDC) for mass emissions measurement, which played a crucial role in establishing
benchmarks for emissions standards in India. This initiative was instrumental in promoting cleaner
technologies and ensuring compliance with environmental regulations.

1987-89: CMVR Based Certification Commencement, Patented Combustion Chamber for 2-Stroke
Engine

Between 1987 and 1989, ARAI made significant strides in regulatory compliance by commencing certification
based on the Central Motor Vehicle Rules (CMVR). This initiative ensured that vehicles met safety and & 1987-89
environmental standards, fostering consumer confidence. During this period, ARAI also patented a novel §
combustion chamber design for 2-stroke engines, enhancing efficiency and reducing emissions. This
innovation contributed to the advancement of engine technology in India, showcasing ARAI's role as a leader
in automotive research.

1990: Fatigue, Emission & Advanced Engine Development Facility Establishment

In 1990, ARAI established a state-of-the-art facility dedicated to fatigue testing, emissions analysis, and
advanced engine development. This facility enabled comprehensive research and development activities,
allowing for the testing of materials and components under various conditions. The establishment of this
facility marked a significant investment in R&D capabilities, positioning ARAI as a key player in the
advancement of automotive technology and ensuring that Indian manufacturers could compete on a global
scale.

1992: Electronic Engine Management System for Passenger Car

The year 1992 saw ARAI's foray into the realm of electronic systems with the development of an
Electronic Engine Management System (EEMS) for passenger cars. This system enhanced
engine performance, fuel efficiency, and emissions control through precise electronic monitoring
and adjustments. The introduction of EEMS represented a significant technological leap for the
Indian automotive industry, aligning it with global standards and paving the way for the adoption of
advanced automotive electronics.
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1993: Automotive Electronics and Safety & Homologation Labs Establishment, Export
Homologation Services Begin

In 1993, ARAI expanded its capabilities by establishing dedicated labs for automotive electronics and
safety, as well as homologation services. These labs provided essential testing and certification services,
ensuring that vehicles met safety and performance standards. Additionally, ARAI began offering export
homologation services, facilitating Indian manufacturers' entry into international markets. This initiative not
only enhanced the credibility of Indian automotive products but also supported the country's growing
export ambitions.

1996: Crash Testing & Calibration Labs Establishment, ISO 9001 Certified 1st R&D Institute in India,
ABS Study Project

The year 1996 was marked by the establishment of crash testing and calibration labs at ARAI, which played a
crucial role in assessing vehicle safety and performance. ARAI also achieved a significant milestone by
becoming the first R&D institute in India to receive ISO 9001 certification, underscoring its commitment to
quality management and continuous improvement. Furthermore, ARAI initiated a study project on Anti-lock
Braking Systems (ABS), contributing to advancements in vehicle safety technologies and enhancing the
overall driving experience.

1997: Logo Redesigned, CMVR-TSC & AISC Secretariat Setup

In 1997, ARAI once again updated its logo, reflecting its evolving identity and mission within the automotive
sector. This year also saw the establishment of the CMVR Technical Standing Committee (CMVR-TSC)
and the Automotive Industry Standards Committee (AISC) secretariat, which aimed to facilitate
discussions and collaborations among industry stakeholders. These initiatives were crucial in shaping
automotive regulations and standards in India, ensuring that the industry remained aligned with global
practices.

1998: Partner in Development of 2-Seater Series Electric Hybrid Vehicle

In 1998, ARAI took a significant step towards sustainable mobility by partnering in the development of a 2-
seater series electric hybrid vehicle. This initiative showcased ARAIl's commitment to innovation and
environmental sustainability, as it aimed to create a vehicle that combined the benefits of electric and
conventional powertrains. The project not only contributed to the advancement of hybrid technology in India
but also highlighted ARAI's role in promoting eco-friendly transportation solutions.

1999: NABL (ISO/IEC 17025) Accreditation Initiated

In 1999, ARAI initiated the process for NABL (National Accreditation Board for Testing and Calibration
Laboratories) accreditation under ISO/IEC 17025 standards. This accreditation was a testament to ARAI's
commitment to maintaining high-quality testing and calibration services. By achieving NABL accreditation,
ARAI enhanced its credibility and reliability as a testing laboratory, ensuring that its services met
international standards and further solidifying its position as a leader in automotive research and
developmentin India.
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
